Seminar II: Multiplex Stains for the Anatomic Pathology Laboratory -Speaker – Kathy Bowden, HT(ASCP) 12:30pm – 3:00pm)The use of Multiplex staining (multiple antibody stains on one tissue section) is emerging and has become a more common test ordered in the AP laboratory.  This is in part due to many reasons; patient care, decreased staffing and budget, and smaller size of the specimen submitted. Pathologists have more antibodies available to make an accurate diagnosis. Ordering Multiplex stains will aide in the diagnosis and increase turn around time.  This lecture will explore the why, when and how of Multiplex stains. An overview of, will be given of different stains, as well as how to perform them easily in your laboratory.  Basic immunohistochemistry, sequential staining, history of IHC and how to make your own Multiplex stains will be presented.  2 CEU’s
